EDUCATION SYSTEM DETAILS 

Mad Scientist Software is offering for lease a 
computerized teaching system, which includes complete 
computer hardware, software, and support services. The 
System addresses the most critical teaching need of smaller 
hospitals--advanced cardiac life support--at very reasonable 
cost. Motivating to learn and knowledge retention are strong 
points of this system. 

The software provides significant teaching depth. For_ 
example, the Cardiac Arrest! simulator has 45 patients, each 
of which behaves differently every time. With the Mad 
Scientist Software package, one can choose to work on an area 
of weakness--for example, calculation of bicarbonate dosage 
based on blood gases (MISC. ACLS TOPICS disk), resuscitation 
using endotracheal drugs (CARDIAC ARREST! disk), or 
recognizing electrolyte effects on the EKG (EKG TEACHING 
disk). Or, one can approach the system from the bottom as a 
complete ACLS teaching system--starting with self-teaching 
quizzes (CARDIOQUIZ - ACLS disk) and working up to the 
Cardiac Arrest! disk. 

The cardiac resuscitation education system is available 
for sale, but I recommend leasing. Because the program must 
be frequently updated as ACLS recommendations change, a 
purchased disk would become out of date. The lease offer 
provides the full ACLS teaching system (hardware plus 
software with free updates), including support and service. 

Software 

Cardiac Arrest! disk. A true "mega-code" simulator. 
The program calculates patient status from base values, and 
throws in some random chance. The user can order virtually 
anything he wants in any way he wants. The computer just 
follows orders, while watching for certain basic errors. At 
the end, the computer gives feedback about any therapeutic 
errors it found. This simulator goes way beyond mere "ACLS." 
[It poses difficult therapeutic priorities, and presents 
patients with problems beyond heart attacks--such as 
hypocalcemia, hypothermia, hyperkalemia, etc. You owe it to 
yourself to see this disk demonstrated. It's actually fun. 
Backup disk and 2 reference manuals included. 

Protocol learning disk. This is similar to most 
“computerized ACLS simulators," except it draws EKG's on 
screen. It presents a patient, then has the user work 
through the resuscitation one step at a time. The user 
interprets the EKG and gives orders based on clinical 
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information. Orders are entered in plain English, just as in 

Cardiac Arrest!, above. Multiple patients give practice at 

major protocols. Includes practice at endotracheal drugs, 

and other "non-cookbook" situations. Not a true simulator, 

this disk forces the user to choose the correct treatment 

step each time for learning purposes. Backup disk included. 

EKG teaching disk. EKG patterns are drawn on screen, 
teaching EKG parts, rhythms, and the effects of electrolytes 

on the rhythm strip. Includes quizzes with feedback to 

reinforce learning. Great for pathology recognition "beyond 
ACLS," such as hypokalemia, hyperkalemia, hypercalcemia, etc. 

Backup disk included. 

CardioQuiz ACLS self-teaching quizzes. ACLS topics are 

taught in 10 self-teaching quizzes with feedback. These 
disks are fairly standard "computerized learning" fare. 
Includes airway management, IV techniques, cardiac drugs, 
Basic Life Support, case management, etc. Backup disk 
included. 

MISC. ACLS Topics disk. A drug dose calculation program 

drills users on calculating doses of cardiac drugs. One 
entire program is dedicated to calculating bicarbonate doses. 

After using this program you'd be able to calculate how much 
bicarbonate to give a 42 kilogram person with a base excess 

of -9, acutely, and for total replacement. Not nearly as 
boring as it sounds. An arterial blood gas tutorial is\ under 
development, with the finished portion included on this disk. 

Backup disk included. 

Optional software services. Free software for 
field-testing may be included with your package. Electronic 

bulletin-board software can be purchased (very ; 

user-friendly). It allows your system to be used for public 
awareness of hospital programs or upcoming events. A quiz 
generating program, which lets you write your own 
self-teaching quizzes with feedback, will be available soon. 
Free consultation on commercial software and other uses for 
the computer.

Why not use our hospital IBM? Most hospitals would have 
a hard time dedicating one of those expensive systems just to 
education. Besides, the software isn't set up to run on the 

IBM or Apple yet. 

Space requirements: The mini desktop is 24" by 24". 
Plan to place it at comfortable typing level. Ideally, the 
desk you choose should be easily moveable. Small rolling 
desks work nicely (most hospitals already have a few of these 

around). 

OPTIONAL: The computer has significant capability, 

including word processing, data base, and spreadsheets. 
However, I wouldn't routinely recommend adding these 
functions. Your hospital has computers better suited to 
this. Should you consider further uses for the system, 
though, I'd be happy to help with hardware or software 
selections. The computer can use virtually any modem or 

printer through an interface unit or cable. 

Support services 

System setup. The system will be installed permanently 

onto a portable mini-desktop. All that is required is that 
you plug in the monitor. I recommend that you dedicate a 
small (24" x 30") rolling desk--with a small storage 

compartment--to the system. 

Personel inservicing. On request, a VHS video tape 
personel inservice will be provided. 

Software updates. As protocols change, or as the 
product is improved, free new versions of the programs will 
be sent. 

Disk backup. Disks are replaced when damaged, at a 
service charge of $2. 

Telephone consultation. Questions concerning the system 

or software can be answered by the programmer. 

Add-on software/hardware consultation. Should 
additional uses of the computer be planned, consultation is 

provided free of charge. 

Equipment servicing and repair. It's extremely rare for 

this system to break down. I think it's the most reliable 
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8-bit machine on the market. Should you have an equipment 

problem, you're covered under a service contract. In most 

cases, Mad Scientist will provide replacements for offending 

equipment within 15 working days.
