Quick Start 

Activate and sync. 

1. Download and install the latest version 

of iTunes from www.itunes.com/download. 

2. Connect iPhone to your Mac or PC using 

the included cable and Dock. 

3. Follow the onscreen instructions in iTunes 

to activate iPhone and sync your contacts, 

calendars, email accounts, bookmarks, music, 

photos, videos and more.

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Go Home. 

Press the Home button anytime to return 

to the Home screen. Even while you're on a 

call, you can access your email, calendar or 

other applications, and even surf the web 

when you're connected via Wi-Fi. 
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Make a call. 

Tap any number in Contacts, Favorites, 

an email or SMS text message, or almost 

anywhere in iPhone to make a call. Or tap 

the Keypad button to dial manually. 
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Create your favorites list. 

To create a list of your favorite numbers, tap 

the Favorites button. Then tap the plus sign 

to add a new favorite from your Contacts. Tap 
Edit to remove or rearrange favorites. Tap the 

blue arrow next to a name to see their full 

contact details. 
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Silence the ring. 

When a call comes in, push the Sleep/Wake 

button once to silence the ring or push it 
twice to immediately send the call to 

voicemail. Silence all sounds with the 
Ring/Silent switch. 
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More song controls. 

Tap the album to display the shuffle, repeat, 

and scrubber controls. Tap the album again 

to hide them. Tap the List button to see the 

other songs on the album. When listening to 
music with the wired Stereo Headset, press 

the mic button once to pause/play, and press 

it twice quickly to skip to the next song.

Browse your music in Cover Flow. 

Rotate iPhone to flick through your album 
art in Cover Flow. Tap any album to see its 

track list, then tap any track to play it. Tap 

outside the track list to flip back to the 

album artwork. 
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Video controls. 

Tap your movie to bring up onscreen 

controls. Tap again to hide them. 

Double-tapping switches between 

widescreen and full screen.

Change your settings. 

Tap the Settings button on the Home 

screen to turn on Airplane mode when 

flying, join a Wi-Fi network, change your 

screen brightness, wallpaper or ringtones, 

or select options for each application. You 

can check your usage time, and even add 

a passcode for added security. 
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Message previews. 

Change how much of your message you 

see in the previews—from 0 to 5 lines— 

in Settings. To quickly delete an email or 

SMS message, flick from left to right across 

the message preview. Tap anywhere other 

than the red Delete button to cancel. 
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Accept or decline corrections. 

While typing, tap the space bar to accept 

a suggested word or tap the suggested 

word to decline it. Start typing with just 

one finger. Once you trust iPhone's amazing 

auto-correction, try typing with both thumbs. 

Tap the ”.?123” key to switch to number and 

symbol keyboards. 
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Magnify to edit text. 

Touch and hold your finger on the text you 

want to edit to bring up the magnifying glass. 

Move your finger to position the insertion 

point, then edit using the keyboard. 
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See the web up close. 

While browsing the web, double-tap any 
element—picture or text—to zoom in. 

Double-tap again to zoom back out. Rotate 
iPhone to see the web in widescreen. 

Multiple web pages. 

Tap the Multi-page button to open multiple 

web pages or flick between them. 
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Zoom in on maps. 

Type in an address, or tap one in Contacts or 

an email or SMS message to find its location 

in Maps. Double-tap to zoom in. Tap once 

with two fingers to zoom out. Search for 

keywords like “Starbucks” or “sushi” to find 

them on the current map. Check out your 

location in satellite view. 
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Get directions. 

Tap the blue arrow on a location’s label to 

bookmark it, to see its address and phone 

number (which you can tap to dial) or to ask 

for directions to or from that location. Tap 

the Directions button to enter starting and 

ending addresses. Tap the Start button for 

turn-by-turn directions. 
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Add to Bookmarks 

Viewing photos. 

Load your favorite photos onto iPhone 

from your computer using iTunes. Flick 

right or left to move between them. Tap 

once to bring up the controls. Tap again 

to hide them. Tap the Send Photos button 

to email a photo, use it as wallpaper or 

assign it to a contact. 
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Change your view. 

With two fingers on the screen, pinch 

open to enlarge a photo and pinch closed 

to make it smaller. Double-tap to return 

to normal size. Rotate iPhone sideways to 

automatically display photos in landscape 

format. Rotate back for portrait.
